About the Club


The ‘We Don’t Do Bored Club’ was set up after a consultation exercise was undertaken on the Ninefields Estate in Waltham Abbey. It was established that youth provision wasn’t being adequately addressed. The club has been running for a year now and operates every Wednesday evening from 6.30pm to 8pm and costs £1 per young person to attend.


The club welcomes young people aged 11 to 19 years old but members at present are predominantly aged between 11 and 13.


A Steering Group made up of young people meets regularly to discuss the running of the Club and to plan future activity programmes.


Activities have included; Nintendo Wii nights, multi-sports sessions, beauty nights, team building activities and cookery.





Currently, the Club is funded through an external funding stream, however, to secure the future of the Club the Council s looking for volunteers to help out to ensure long term sustainability of the project.
